Conditions of Entry 

 

A Saddle horse judging Monday. Register by 12 noon at the marshalling office. 

B Beef cattle and cattle parader’s need to register by 12pm Tuesday.  
Competition commences at the end of the cattle program. 

C All other competitions Wednesday register by 8.30am at the stockman’s arena. 

D Competition commences at 9am in the stockman’s arena. 

E All may compete but only competitors over the age of 15 and under the age of 25 (as at 1 May 
2022) will be eligible to go on to represent Parkes PA&H Association at the group finals. 

F All competitors are eligible for group final representation. 

G Details of competitions are available at the ASC website agshowsnsw.org.au or 
can be obtained at the show office or at the time of registration. 

H Group final for the Cattle Parader’s will be held at the Eugowra Show on Saturday 17th  
September 2022 in conjunction with their local competition. All other finals will be held at 
Koorawatha Show Sunday 5th March 2023.
