CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

A

All rams exhibited must be from a Brucellosis free flock.

B

All exhibitors must have a declaration that their sheep are free from Ovine Johne's Disease and lodged
with the Secretary no later than Friday before the show.

All sheep must be transferred from the point of departure PIC to the Showground PIC for the duration
of their stay on the Showground.

All sheep require approved NLIS identification, including tags and movement documents
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Any exhibitor shall be allowed to exhibit more than one lot in each class, but not in more than one
class except where stipulated.

All numbered sections require a separate entry.

Sheep are to be delivered in a clean vehicle.

All sheep to remain in their allotted pens until judging is completed.
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No sheep will be allowed to exhibit more than 15 months growth of wool. The date of shearing, name
and address of breeder must accompany the entry.

Animal exhibits may be removed after 5pm each day at the discretion of the Chief Steward of the
section.
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If an exhibit is entered in the wrong section, the Judge has the power to transfer it to its correct
section on age or wool count.

All sheep showing an uneven mouth will be judged in an older class.

All rugs to be removed from sheep 9am to 5pm.

Judges may select any sheep to compete in the appropriate championship class.
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Any person infringing these rules will be liable for disqualification from exhibiting at any future shows
and if the exhibitor has been awarded a prize, it will be liable for forfeiture.

All sheep shall be penned in the pens allocated by the stewards.
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Point Score: Champion 3, Reserve 2, 1st 3, 2nd 2, 3rd 1. In the event of a tie a countback will be
conducted, Champion, 1st place, Reserve, 2nd place in that order. If the score is deadlocked a ballot
will be conducted.

All owners exhibiting in Classes C to C2A Merinos must have their sheep in the pens and ticketed by
9am Tuesday.

Hoggets in all Merino sections are to be bred by the exhibitor and to bear his registered earmark,
except in open sections.
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The winning entry from participating shows for the Robert Armstrong Memorial Trophy may not enter
any section at the current Parkes Show.

Sheep entered in events 1 to 32 may also be entered in event 43.

Sheep entered in 33 to 40 may also be entered in event 44.

Winning events 43 and 44 is not a qualification for Champion.
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Broad ribbons for Champions & Reserve Champions awarded in all classes.
